STONERIDGE MENS CLUB 2026 SCHEDULE

Gentlemen,

Below you find an outline of how we are going to operate this year and the reasoning behind any decisions. We are hoping this will alleviate any questions that you may have. If you do have questions, please let one of the board members know and we will bring it up at the next meeting. Be sure to attend the Men’s Club Meeting on June 6th, following the Saturday Tournament  around 1:00 in the SPOA center. Happy golfing!

Payouts will be 100% of entry money and will pay approximately 30% of the field. KP and deuce pot payouts will always be in cash. When there is a medal play game, ONE low gross will always be paid. There will also be a $250 payout for a double eagle during a men’s club event for members only.

When a game is played on a Thursday, the USGA has a formula for giving percentages of handicaps and the format of the particular game. For example, Stableford used to have a negative point for a bogie and negative three points for a double bogie or worse. In the USGA format, there are no negative points taken away. All games and handicaps will be from the USGA format. See rules later in the reading.

Stoneridge Men’s Club has two club championships.  One is a match play tournament called the President’s Cup Match Play Championship.  The other is a medal play tournament called the Director’s Cup Men’s Club Championship, which will be Flighted.  Each fight will consist of 15 players if enough players sign up. The formats have varied over the years. This year the format described below will be used.

You must have played in at least 3 Men’s Club Thursdays, or Saturdays games, from last year for the PRESIDENTS CUP OR , or 3 games this year,  for the DIRECTORS CUP

The President’s Cup Match Play event will play over fourteen weeks. The President’s Cup Match Play will begin May 28th and end August 6th. $10 entry with $1000 added.
The field is composed of one flight with four different brackets. Pairings will be decided by handicap. We will take the FIRST 64 competitors to sign up and pay their money.  THE HOLE IN ONE POT DURING YOUR MATCH PLAY GAMES, WILL END THE MOMENT THE MATCH HAS BEEN WON. 
Ie: IF THE MATCH ENDS ON HOLE 13 THE HOLE IN ONE POT POSSIBILITY ENDS.
IF YOU ARE ALSO PLAYING IN A NORMAL MENS CLUB GAME IN CONJUNCTION WITH YOUR MATCH PLAY, THE HOLE IN 1 POT WILL STILL BE IN PLAY.

· The first round match will be played from May 28 to June 11th
· The second round match will be played from June 12 to June 22.. 
· The third round match will be played from June 23 to July 6, extended exception for holiday.
· The fourth round match will be played from July 7 to July 16.
· The fifth round (SEMI FINAL)match will be played from July 17 to July 26.
· The Championship match will be played from July 27 to Aug 6, with notice to membership of final play, giving us our club champion. 

In each bracket, number 1 plays number 16, 2 plays 15, 3 plays 14, 4 plays 13, 5 plays 12, 6 plays 11, 7 plays 10. 8 plays 9 in each bracket assuming we have 32 or 64 players. The Hole in One pot is in play for any match played even if it is not on Thursday. If not on a Thursday or Men’s Day event, hole in one pot will cease when match is over. Please try to sign up and pay by May 28th so the pairings can be made. You can send your name to Russ and he will pay your 10 dollars until you arrive at Stoneridge. You have two (2) weeks to complete your first match. You will have 10 DAYS  to complete each round  after that should you advance. Cost is 10 dollars per player with the Men’s Club adding 1,000 dollars. This is paid in cash.
IN THE EVENT THAT BOTH MATCH PLAYERS CANNOT REACH A PLAYING TIME AGREEMENT IN THE ALLOTTED TIME, BOTH PLAYERS WILL FORFEIT THEIR POSITIONS.

To promote more participation from past comments, the new format will be slightly different this year.  We listened to the members and came up with this revised format.
This is depending on number of participants and to create a closer gap from 1 playing 64, 2 playing 63, etc
We will still have 4 sections/divisions/flights.  A, B, C, D 
NEW FORMAT.
#1 IN A FLIGHT WILL NOW PLAY # 16 IN B FLIGHT
#2 IN A FLIGHT WILL PLAY # 15 IN B FLIGHT AND SO ON.

# 1 IN C FLIGHT WILL NOW PLAY # 16 IN D FLIGHT.
# 2 IN C FLIGHT WILL NOW PLAY # 15 IN D FLIGHT, AND SO ON.

This should create closer matches between all players.

AFTER REACHING THE FINAL 16, (2 ROUNDS), THE TOP 16 PLAYERS ARE ALREADY IN THE MONEY AND WILL BE REFORMATTED.  BASED ON CURRENT HANDICAPS AT THAT TIME.

#1 PLAYER WILL NOW PLAY # 16, NO MATTER WHAT FLIGHT.
#2 PLAYER WILL NOW PLAY # 15
#3 PLAYER WILL NOW PLAY # 14
#4 PLAYER WILL NOW PLAY # 13, AND SO ON

DIRECTORS CUP

The Director’s Cup Men’s Club Championship is a medal play competition FLIGHTED, over 36 holes played on two days and posted as tournament scores. (This year they will be on two consecutive Thursdays). The Director’s Cup Men’s Club Championship will be July 16th and July 23rd. The best gross score over two days will be recognized as the Men’s Club Champion. The best net score will be net Men’s NET Club Champion.  The winner of the gross IN ALL FLIGHTS, will have their name on the perpetual plaque. There are flights of a minimum 15 PLAYERS  this year.  THE GROSS CHAMPION WILL BE RECOGNIZED AND PAID IN EACH FLIGHT.
Cost is 10 dollars per player with the Men’s Club adding 1,000 dollars. This is paid in cash.

LETS MAKE THIS A GREAT SUCCESS.

MUST HAVE PLAYED IN AT LEAST 3 PRIOR MEN’S CLUB DAYS THIS YEAR TO BE ELIGIBLE.

PLEASE NOTE THAT REGULAR GROSS AND NET GAMES WILL ALSO BE PLAYED THOSE DAYS IF YOU ARE NOT IN THE PRESIDENTS CUP OR DIRECTORS CUP. IF YOU ARE IN THE PRESIDENTS CUP AND REGULAR GAME, YOU MUST PUTT OUT WITH NO GIMMEES.


There are a couple of “optional”, or separate, games to tell you about this year:
We again will have an optional “miller’s Cup” competition this year. Miller’s Foods will be sponsoring this competition again and is contributing $250 to the prize fund. Entry in the Miller’s Cup Competition is optional with an upfront one-time entry of $20 per player. It will be structured like the Pro’s Fed-ex Cup, with points being awarded for the top 10 (net score) rounds each week. 3 flights should suffice, depending on the number of entries, 15 FOR EACH FLIGHT, with players flighted based on their handicaps as of the May 15th revision. Each week, THE FIRST place in each flight would be awarded 10 points, second place awarded 9 points, and so on, down to 10th place earning a single point. The competition will run from the first Thursday in May through, and including, the first Thursday in September. The top 33% of each flight will share the prize money. Award monies will be distributed at the fall Men’s Club Meeting before the KP Shootout. The Men’s Club has agreed to contribute $10 per entry to the pot, in addition to the INDIVIDUAL’S entry money, and the sponsor’s contribution.

We expect to have up to 14 Miller’s Cup events in 2026.  In an effort to entice a higher level of member participation, only the best 10 rounds for each competitor will be used. this is an attempt to even the field since most players are not able to play all Miller’s Cup rounds over the course of the season due to other commitments such as work, vacation or illness. Also, this will entice many more of those players that arrive after the early may startup to participate in the competition, since they will not be penalized for missing a few rounds.

Any questions regarding this new format can be directed to Jack Matuska, our handicap chairman at 208-304-2751.

Also notice on the calendar that there are three (3) evening KP shootouts. If you want to play, pay ten (10) dollars to the pro shop. There will be nine (9) holes where we will use the junior golf tee boxes and shoot for the flag. You do not putt, however, please fix your ball marks! Just measure for the KP and move to the next hole. One (1) dollar, from your 10, will go to each of the 9 hole KP winners. One dollar will also go  to the closest shot that night. The Men’s Club Hole in One pot is not eligible to win on these nights.

Yellow OR Green Tee’s:   ANYBODY CAN PLAY FROM ANY TEE BOX.  YOU MUST INDICATE ON THE SIGNUP SHEET IF YOU WISH TO PLAY FROM OTHER THAN THE WHITE TEES. LATE ENTRIES CANNOT BE TAKEN TO ALLOW THE CLUBHOUSE TO MAKE PLAYING CARDS ACCORDINGLY. The applicable handicaps will apply.
PLEASE SIGNUP BY NOON WEDNESDAY EACH WEEK.

The payouts for the events will be based on the total number of players. Approximately 30% of the field will be paid as winners. The field will be separated into flights of approximate equal size based on handicap. All flights will have between 10 and 22 players. Yellow or Green players will be included in the KP and deuce pot with their handicaps In team competition, there would be a minimum of two teams paid. The team members would be paid the same amount.

The entry fee of $15 is divided this way: $7 for the general game(credits), $5 for the KP pool, $1 FOR EACH PAR 3. $1 for the hole in one pot, $1 for the year end KP shootout, and $1 for the deuce pot. The KP pool is capped at $125 (25 paid to 5 players). After 25 players, the $5 KP overage will then be used to increase the deuce pot up to three dollars per deuce and throw the rest into the general fund.  A player can only win once in the game! One gross OR one net. 

A NEW RULE FOR 2026 IS THE SHOTGUN START. IT WILL NOW START ALL YEAR AT 9AM. THERE WILL ONLY BE ROOM FOR 32 PLAYERS FOR THE SHOTGUN START.  YOU MUST SIGN UP AT THE PROSHOP BY WEDNESDAY NOON WITH THE FIRST 32 PLAYERS TAKEN. PLEASE DO NOT SIGN UP IF YOU ARE NOT CERTAIN OF SHOWING UP. THEREAFTER YOU WILL HAVE TO MAKE YOUR OWN TEE TIMES, APPROXIMATELY 10:30 ON.

THIS RULE COULD CHANGE IF DECIDED BY THE PRO SHOP TO GO TO TEE TIMES ONLY. THIS HAS NOT BEEN DECIDED BY PUBLISHING TIME.

Stoneridge Men’s Club
Handicap Policy
Updated January 1, 2026

To play competitive golf events associated with the Stoneridge Men’s Golf Club, it is essential that each player conform to the USGA Handicap system and player responsibilities outlined below. The purpose of the USGA Handicap System is to make the game of golf more enjoyable by enabling golfers of differing abilities to compete on an equitable and fair basis. The system provides a fair Course Handicap for each player regardless of ability and adjusts a player's USGA Handicap Index up or down as the player's game changes.
Since our Golf Club utilizes the USGA World Handicap System, we are required to appoint a Handicap Committee to ensure the integrity of each Handicap Index it issues. The Handicap Committee at Stoneridge has established the following responsibilities to maintain accurate, competitive handicaps that make sanctioned events more enjoyable while allowing Members to compete fairly at any golf course. Handicap issues and concerns can be brought to our Handicap Chairman, Jack Matuska, and the handicap committee for a ruling or a decision. The 2026 Handicap Committee members are Mitch Mossay, Randy Lebetsamer, Russ Vatcher and Jack Matuska. This committee will be involved in all handicap rulings and related issues.

Handicap Committee Responsibilities:
The Handicap Committee will educate the Membership regarding the USGA Handicap System and monitor adherence to the System. The primary goal of the Committee is to assist Members in understanding how the World Handicap System benefits them by providing fair competition for all. The committee is also responsible for fielding complaints from the membership and resolving complaints per the USGA Rules of Golf and case action decisions. 
When monitoring adherence to USGA standards, the Handicap Committee may decide to adjust Member scores or handicaps for the following circumstances:

1. Rapid improvement such that the Handicap System cannot adjust appropriately
2.  Numerous away scores impacting a player’s index
3. Failure to post scores
4. Failure to post scores in a timely fashion, or timing the posting of scores to influence an index
5. Posting of erroneous scores
6. Tournament Score differential continuously lower than a player’s index at the time

Player Responsibility for Accurate Posting of Scores:
1. GHIN Number:
Each Regular Member player must have a GHIN Number. GHIN registration/renewal and Men’s Club registration/renewal are to be submitted annually ($85 total) before January 1st ONLINE. Go to: https://stoneridgegolfcourse-mensclub.memberplanet.com/v2app/#/golf

Associate Members (multi-club members) must register for our Men’s Club directly with the Club and must pay their Club Dues ($43) to the club’s treasurer before competing in any Men’s Club events.
If you intend to play over the winter, please get the dues paid by Dec31st, in order to keep your GHIN active for continued posting.

2. Scores to Post:
1. 
Players must post all scores for 9-hole, 18 hole and partial rounds (defined below) that have been played under the “Rules of Golf” whenever the round is played at a location where the “season is considered open by the USGA”. Open season dates are defined by state and can be found on GHIN.com by selecting “Handicap Seasons” under USGA LINKS at the bottom of the GHIN Home Page. Postings can be done online via GHIN.com, via mobile app, or inside the clubhouse.

3. Timeliness of Posting:
All scores must be posted in a timely fashion, preferably the day played, but no later than 2 days after the round’s conclusion. Every effort should be made to post scores soon! Members also need to adjust their score using ESC prior to posting their score, or post by hole and it will be automatically adjusted.

4. Tournament Scores:
Rounds played in the following Stoneridge Men’s Club competitions under the “Rules of Golf” shall be entered as Competition Scores. Mostly Likely Score and ESC rules apply to these scores before posting.
1.) All Events Designated as Tournament including any outside tournaments.
2.) Directors Cup and Presidents Cup Men’s Club Championship Competitions
This list only includes Stoneridge Member events; however, rounds played in Non-Club Tournaments under the “Rules of Golf” must be posted by the player as a “Competition” Tournament score (IESGA and IEPGA Events).
3.) The home and away tournaments with Twin Lakes and Chewelah will be posted as a            competition score. 
4.) You are responsible for all postings unless designated by the tournament’s director (ex: Pro-Am’s).

   	
5. Peer Review:
An essential part of the USGA Handicap System is “PEER REVIEW”. Scoring records are available for inspection by others, including, but not limited to fellow members and the club's Handicap Committee. Beginning in March, all members will be able to review the handicap records of our Men’s Club members. 
Once a player decides to obtain a Handicap Index, the player consents to the practice and procedures of the Handicap System, which includes permitting access to this information, and there can be no expectation of privacy with respect to information as to which others will have access.

6. Playing Alone and Necessary Peer Review: 
To further support the key USGA system premise of peer review, scores made while playing alone will no longer be acceptable for handicap purposes. This USGA change underscores the importance of providing full and accurate information regarding a player’s potential scoring ability, and the ability of other players to form a reasonable basis for supporting or disputing a posted score. Members are encouraged to consult the Handicap Committee when questions arise.

7. Unacceptable Scores (Sec. 5.1e USGA Handicap System Manual)
Scores made under the following conditions are not acceptable for handicap purposes and must not be entered in the player's scoring record:

· When fewer than seven holes are played.	
· When made on a golf course in an area in which an inactive season established by the authorized golf association is in effect.
· When, as a condition of the competition, the maximum number of clubs allowed is less than 14, or types of clubs are limited as, for example, in a competition that allows only iron clubs.
· When scores are made on a course with no USGA Course Rating or Slope Rating.
· When a player uses non-conforming clubs, non-conforming balls, or non-conforming tees; or when a player incurs a second breach of Rule 14-3. 
· When a player plays alone. 
· When a player ignores one or more Rules of Golf and fails to post an adjusted hole score as required under Section 4-1 and 4-2 or fails to record the appropriate penalty for a breach of rule. For example, if a player anchored the club while making a stroke during a round and did not record a penalty for doing so (See Rule 14-1b), the score would not have been played under the Rules of Golf and therefore would not be acceptable for handicap purposes. 

8. Scores Made in Inactive Season (Sections 6-2, 8-3, and Decision 6-2/1 of the USGA Handicap System manual): Scores made in an area when the authorized golf association has declared an inactive season must not be accepted for handicap purposes (e.g., score made in the Spokane area in December). However, scores made in an area having an active season (e.g., scores made in Arizona in December) must be posted as soon as practicable. Inactive season for our area is 11/15/2025 thru 3/01/2026)

9. Numerous Away Scores Change Index (Sec. 8.4c USGA Handicap System Manual) 
If a player's Handicap Index increases by 3.0 or more due to the posting of numerous away scores, and subsequent scores at the player's club clearly indicate that the increased Handicap Index is too high, the Handicap Committee must adjust the player's Handicap Index downward.

10. Partial Rounds: If a player plays 7 to 12 holes, a "Nine Hole Score" must be posted. 13 or more holes played require that an "Eighteen Hole Score" be posted. For any holes that are not played or not played under the “Rules of Golf”, post par plus any handicap strokes that the player is entitled to receive on these holes. For holes played alone in partial rounds (where 7 or 13 holes are accompanied and only a few holes are not accompanied), the player would treat these as not played under the Rules of Golf and post according to “par plus any handicap” strokes the player is entitled to receive. The holes should be preceded by an X when recorded on the scorecard.

11. Most Likely Scores: For holes started and not finished or strokes that are conceded, post a score for that hole by determining "your most likely score" for the hole. The "most likely score" is:
The actual number of strokes taken PLUS: The estimated number of strokes needed to finish the hole from that position more than half of the time (in the player's best judgment).
Equitable Stroke Control “ESC” may now need to be applied to adjust the hole score. These holes should be preceded by an X when recorded on a scorecard.

12. Equitable Stroke Control: (ESC) sets a maximum number of strokes that a player can post on any hole based upon the player's current course handicap. For handicap purposes, a player is required to adjust hole scores (actual or "most likely”) when they are higher than the players’ maximum ESC number. These holes should be preceded by an X when recorded on the scorecard. For ease of posting, your maximum score will be 2 over par PLUS any allowable handicap on that hole.


13. Handicap Allowance by Game Format (Sec. 9.4a/b USGA Handicap System Manual):

· Chapman or Pinehurst Match Play: 
In a Chapman or Pinehurst match, two play against two. Each partner plays from the teeing ground but plays the partner's ball for the second shot. After the second shot, partners select the ball with which they wish to score and play that ball alternately to complete the hole. After handicap allowances are determined, Section 9-3c(iii) must be applied in competitions from different tees, or in competitions between men and women from the same tees.
Allowance: The partner with the lower Course Handicap receives 60 percent of Course Handicap. The partner with the higher Course Handicap receives 40 percent of Course Handicap. The side with the higher Course Handicap receives the difference between the Course Handicap of each side. The lower-handicapped side plays from scratch.



· 4 Person Team Stroke Play: 
In four-ball stroke play, two competitors play as partners, each playing their own ball. The lower score of the partners is the score for the hole. (See "The Rules of Golf," Rule 31 and Definitions.) After handicap allowances are determined, Section 9-3c must be applied in competitions from different tees, or in competitions between men and women from the same tees. Allowance: Men receive 90 percent of Course Handicap; Women receive 95 percent of Course Handicap.


· 2 Person Combined Stroke Play: 
In total score of partner’s stroke play, two players form a side, and each plays their own ball. The combined total of the partner's scores for the round is the score for the side. After handicap allowances are determined, Section 9-3c must be applied in competitions from different tees, or in competitions between men and women from the same tees.
Allowance: Partners receive full combined Course Handicap.

· 4 Person Best Ball Stroke Play: 
In best-ball-of-four stroke play, four players play as a side, each playing their own ball. The lowest score of the side is the score for the hole. After handicap allowances are determined, Section 9-3c must be applied in competitions from different tees, or in competitions between men and women from the same tees.
Allowance: Men receive 80 percent of Course Handicap; Women receive 90 percent of Course Handicap.

· Foursome Stroke Play: 
In foursome stroke play, two players form a side and the side play one ball. The partners play alternately from the teeing grounds and alternately during the play of each hole (See "The Rules of Golf," Rule 29-1). After handicap allowances are determined, Section 9-3c(iii) must be applied in competitions from different tees, or in competitions between men and women from the same tees.
Allowance: The allowance is 50 percent of the partners' combined Course Handicap. (When selected drives are permitted, the allowance is 40 percent.) A plus combined Course Handicap side must be added to the gross score to determine the net score.

· Chapman or Pinehurst Stroke Play: 
In Chapman or Pinehurst stroke play, two players play as partners, each partner plays from the teeing ground and plays the partner's ball for the second shot. After the second shot, partners select the ball with which they wish to score and play that ball alternately to complete the hole. After handicap allowances are determined, Section 9-3c(iii) must be applied in competitions from different tees or in competitions between men and women from the same tees.
Allowance: The player with the lower Course Handicap is allowed 60 percent of Course Handicap. The player with the higher Course Handicap is allowed 40 percent of Course Handicap.

· Stableford Competition: 
The scoring in Stableford competitions is made by points awarded in relation to a fixed score (usually par or net par) at each hole as shown below:
The winner is the competitor who scores the highest number of points (See "The Rules of Golf," Rule 32-1b). After handicap allowances are determined, Section 9-3c must be applied in competitions from different tees, or in competitions between men and women from the same tees.
Allowance: Players use full Course Handicap, and strokes are taken as they are allocated on the stroke allocation table.

· Scramble Format:
Since a scramble is not played under the Rules of Golf, it will not be found in the manual. However, this recommendation seems to work well for most groups, regardless of minimum number of drives required or other special conditions:
